In doing so, the Church of Ireland 
contributed to an international day 
of protest by many churches and 
other organizations, which coin-
cided with the Bali talks on climate 
change. 
 
The aim of the action was to draw 

the matter to the attention  of local 
politicians and call on them to do 
more about it.

-ringing was St Johnôs Parish 
Church in Moira, where sexton and 
bell-ringer Colin Morwood sounded 
the alarm (see photo). 
 
The plain fact of the matter is that 
the world must warm by no more 
than 2 degrees centigrade if man-
kind is continue to live here with 
any level of comfort and safety.

Recording energy 
uses in each church, the 
committee has re-
searched more economi-
cal and environmentally-
friendly alternative en-
ergy sources and uses. 
 
The report finally makes 
recommendations for the 
union of parishes to fol-
low, on a per church ba-
sis.
